Rule Book will be conducted and judged accordingly. The judges
decision is always final.

Coggins Test: All exhibitors must present a Negative Coggins Test report
taken within one year on each animal exhibited.

Schooling: Will be permitted only inb designated schooling areas. 
Schooling available from 8AM to 8:45AM prior to the show and as listed

in the Time Schedule.

Attire: All exhibitors must wear ASTM/SEI protective headgear at all
times while mounted on the showgrounds.  Juniors protective helmets
with harness fastened. Boots and breeches/jodphurs requested.Winter

jackets and chaps permitted.

Unjudged Rounds: Will be allowed at the end of the classes, or  as breaks
occur, at r egular entry  fee.

Awards: Six ribbons per class. Champion Trophy and Ribbon and
Reserve Champion Trophy and Ribbon in each division. Points scored
7,5,4,3,2,1 for show championships, points scored 5,3,2,1 for VHSA
Associate program. Silver Fox Award sponsored by Travel Media of

Vienna VA to the highest placed rider over 40 yrs of age in any division.

Grand Champions: Trophies awarded to Grand and Reserve Champions at
last show of season in each division based on total points won in all

shows. Riders must have shown in at least 2 Hunter / 2 Jumper shows to
be eligible
